While the latter represented a bourgevisie in
its progressive stage, Sartre represents it in its decaying
phase. .The basic contrast to Marx lies in its profound
hopelessness and despair about man, not to speak of his
theory of absolute freedom. One must read theputobiography
of Mme. de Beauv and especially the third volume, to
see the Liét&ﬁgae andthe egocentric atmosphere which
pervades the life of these people, amdabout,Mme. de Beauvoir,
a rather untalented and -fame writer Aha is so much more frank
than Sartre.
