Introduction: the Neutron Bomb and
Dchumonized Thinking

So crises-ridden is our-world that no country,
not even the mightiest giant of afl — U.S. im-
perialism — has been able to get out of the reces-
sion, incoming” *'recycied petro dollars’ -and fan-
tastic new weaponry expenditures notwithstand-
ing. At this very moment — aithough the worild
is not at war and the global ‘'peace’” military ex-
penses are $350 billion, and rising! — still sach
slight economic upturn swiftly tuens into a “ore-
mature cyclical downturn.’

The unconscionably high unemployed ormy
has become o permement charocteristic of de-
crepit copitalism. And it is so ovarwhelming a
phenomencn among youth—unemployment is no
less than 50 percent to 60 percent among Blacks,
Latinos ond other minorities in the teeming ghet-
toes of Harlem, Brooklyn, the Bronx — that even
reporters hostile to the “looting” that occurred
when the lights went out in New York, July 13, ot
9:34 p.m., were forced to coll ottention to the
unending unemployment ond unceasing poverty,
aver as compared 1o 1965, when the lights fost
went out in New York.

Such Marxist revisionism, like anarchist total

Naturally, “the fact that Russia calls itself
Communist connot possibly elimingte its own
class, state-copitalist closs, ncture, efther in its
exploitation of its own proletariat, or in the many. .
crises thot boset it ar it .competes with “the
West,” which now includes Jopon as honorary
member, But that is not whot prompts Western '
Europe to prod the U.S. to cool off on the questien
of “human rights.”” Quite the contrary, What
warries them is fear of revelution in their own
countries; nonc has ever forgoten Paris, Moy .
1968, Because that is so, they are teying to buy




time in the continuotion of detante. with Russia,
rather than rushing into any confrontation emoeng
the suparpowers.

In o stete-capitalist age, full state-capitalism
has proven no more capable of resolving its crises
than had private monopoly capitalism, either In.
the pre-World War | period, or pre-Warld War 1l.
Copitalism in any form goes from crises to war
and bock again. World War [, however,
threatens the very survival of humanity. Which
is why everyone — from the Left, to the capitalist
ideclogues, to the mystics — tries to designate
somathing as a lesser evil which is “preferable’
to chose, But the truth s the lesser evil only brings
on tha grecter evil. . .

Long before Solzhenitsyn discovered the Guiag
Archipelago, we exposed the forced lobor camps
in Russin. Ever since the first workers' stote was
transformad into its opposite, we analyzed the
class noture of Russia, declaring it to state-
copitalist. From early on, however, we stressed
that Stalinism was but the Russion name of the
new stage that world copitalism reached as the
Great Depression sounded the deoth knell for pri-
vate copitalism, . :

The outright counter-revolutionary role of
Stalin's Russio, far from ending with the Hitier-
Stalin Paoct* (or even with the death of Stalin},

For West Europe to glory In its being the key
to the internutional situation means allowing the
U.S. to continue its neglect of Latin America to
the point where, not the Secretary of State, but
Mrs. Carter, loudly calling the President “'Jimmy,"
delivers the final snub of indifference. In teuth,
it is neither the Middle East nor Latin Americo;-
neither Suropa nor Djibouti-Ethiepia, which is
likely %o have tha deepest, long-range effect of
all the globol crises this year. It is the death of
Mao Tse-tung and the conseguent reorgonization
of Chinese planning to mora rapid industriulixa-
tion and new weoponry that leoms as mest »ig-
nificant. It is no occident that about the last per-
son Moo arranged to see {and Huo sew just a
few days ofter Mao's death) was Schilesinger, who

Whatever de-Mogization is to develop now,
abolition of the Sino-Soviet conilict is not ore of
those “principles.” The border incidents in 1969,
70 that nearly cotapulted into'an outright Russo-
Chinese war encouraged U.S. imparialism to learn
to take advange of that conflict it so long hed
ignored, In the midst of the Vietnam War, Kissin-
ger-Nixon taught the U.S, to.take fuil imperialist,
advantage to get beoth Russid and China to help
the US. get. cut of the Viethamese, Wadr on its
terms. U.S. imperialism was appreciative of such
collaboration becauss ot the very moment, the in-
ternal anti-Victnemese War movement ond Black/
Revolation in the U.S, were shaking it up so mas-
sively that it couldn’t possibly have won without

Russo-Chineco aid!

Naturally gost-Mao China's present prepar-.
edness to intervene in a global way is not a motter
of it being “for” the West, but of its aims that
China itself become a global power. Russio, to it,
is “Enemy MNo. 1'“ and this concept (which be-
come dominant during the_ Cultural Revolution)
is the one solid piece of Maocism they all odhere
to. This has already ted to such fantastic counter-
revolutionary positions as to be very nearly with
South Africa in opposition to the MPLA's victory
of Angolan independence with Russian-Cuban
help. ‘While colling the Cubaons “‘mercenaries,”
Chino did nothing short. of opposing 1he Portu-

. guese Revolution to the point of being for NATO,

Such imperialist collaboratisn Schlesinger nat-
urally prefers to detente with Russia, This is the
some Schlesinger who, a5 Secretary of Defense, -
gave the go-signal both for the neutron bomb and
B-T bomber, and who is ‘now head of the new
totalitarian monstrosity called Energy Research
and Development Administration, 1t is necessary, |

_ therefare, to take another look ‘at the N-bomb,

keeping in mind also the sneoky adumbrated one-
liner, in the 1978 budget for ERDA (Energy Re-
search and Development Administration) in which

it was cited: “"“W70 Mod 3 Lonce Enhanced ‘Radi-
