Portugel, the so-czlled religiocus country.

Mr. Chairman,; the sagacity, esstutencss and manoeuvres cf the
Portuguese imperialists arc endless. PFor these cormnissions to be
succegaful in their findings we suggest that they be mccompanied
by local naticnalist leaders and assurance be given to the people
by the United Natioms that they would not be in trouble for giving
evidence after the commissions are gone,.

The Portuguecse army and settlers are provoking the African
population, owners of the country. They are ready to unleash a
genocidal war. FRELIMO, awars of this, has taken the necessary steps
to ensure that every Mogambican child, woman or man is armed.

We are mobilising our pecople in the real sense. Mr. Chairman and
