In ine “mock” referendum
which was conducted by the Na-
tonnl Democratic Party of Mr
Joshua Nkomo on the Sunday
before the “legal” referendum,
372546 voled © "Mo” and only 471
voted “Yes”

TOLD TO QuIT

Gowt's New Move Against Bethal Tenants

()VER 100 African tenan
farmers in the Bethal dis-
trict have heen given notice to
quit their work and their plots
on White farms in terms of the
Government's Squatting Act.

The evictions are to be’ car-
ried out by the end of Augus

They mean the end of what little
security of tenure these men and
theip families have known.

Most of them have been with
their grcsenl employers, on o con-
tract basis, for over 12 years,
have given their labour not for o
cash wage, but for a few morgen of
land, fodder for their cattle, and
grazing righes. Although this is not
by any means adegquate, they have
at least managed 1o grow cnm:lgh
for their own needi—and
awnership of 15-20 head of cattle
has spelt secunty for them.
